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In order to strengthen cooperation with partner academies abroad, the
Austrian Academy of Sciences (OeAW) organizes regular “Joint Academy
Days”.

The European Academies Science Advisory Council (EASAC) is a network
of national science academies of member states of the European Union as
well as Norway, Switzerland and the United Kingdom that has existed since
